NEW ACQUISITIONS

Within the last few months,
the Manuscript Collection of
the Music Division of the
National Library of Canada
has added several interest-
ing sets of papers to its
holdings. During the summer
of 1976, the papers of
Alfred E. Whitehead and
Arriold Waiter were given to
the Division by the families
of these Canadian musicians.
The material is extensive,
covering most facets of
their lives. Dr. Whitehead's
papers include annotated
copies of his organ reper-
toire, corrected copies of
his philatelic writings, an
almost complete set of his
copyright contracts with a
record of royalties received
during his lifetime, a set
of glass slides to illus-
trate a lecture he gave on
Samuel Pepys' musical writ-
ings, and several organ
ripes and stops collected by
Whitehead when the organ at
Christ Church Cathedral in

Maria Calderisi.

As well, there are the usual
letters, manuscript composi-
tions, lecture notes, photo-
graphs and scrapbooks.

The Canadian League of
Composers was founded at

the instigation of John
Weinzweig at his home in
Toronto on February 3, 1951,
for the purpose of promot-
ing the music of Canadian
composers. A federal
charter was obtained in 1952,
and on April 12, 1953, the
League became the Canadian
chapter of the International
Society for Contemporary
Music. In 1954, the Canad-
ian Music Associates was
formed as the concert com-
mittee of the League in
Toronto and remained active
until 1958. By 1956, a
fundamental difference of
views brought about the
withdrawal of the League
from the ISCM. At the in-
stigation of the League,

The Canadian Music Council
created the Canadian Music
Centre, which opened on
January 2, 1959, in Toronto.
In the same year, the
Montreal concert committee
was incorporated as La
Societe de Musique canadi-
which functioned until

Perhaps the most important
endeavour of the League was
the 1960 International
Conference of Composers,
held at Stratford, Ontario
from August T to 14 under
the joint auspices of the
League and the Stratford
Shakespearean Festival
